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Next we’ll talk about Buffalo Soldiers from the very start to the present
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Here is a picture of the 9th Cavalry in San Francisco in 1900 on their way to the Philippines to fight in the Spanish –American War. Although the main issue was Cuban independence, the ten-week war was fought in both the Caribbean and the Pacific. After the mysterious sinking of the American battleship Maine in Havana harbor, political pressures from the Democratic Party pushed the government of President William McKinley, a Republican, into a war McKinley had wished to avoid. The outcome was the 1898 Treaty of Paris — which was favorable to the U.S. — followed by temporary American control of Cuba and indefinite colonial authority over Puerto Rico, Guam and the Philippines.
